Games
The Olympic Council of Asia control a variety of Games, these include the Asian Games which are the largest of  them all, the different Games haves different concepts or themes. The Asian Games include all traditional and popular sports. However, there are other sports which are still developing and becoming increasingly popular which means that many are not yet incorporated into the main program.  Therefore  the  OCA  established  ideas  to  incorporate  other  non  traditional  games  for example E- sports and extreme sports. In turn this then led to the development of various categories such as Winter Games and Beach Games.

Although some sports will be duplicated from the Asian Games it allows recognition and competition for skills in other areas of sport which are not included elsewhere.

Asian Games
The Asian Games are also referred to as Asiad. This multi-sport event is held every four years in Asia allowing  athletes from all over the Asian contentment to compete. The games are organised and regulated by the OCA under the supervision of the International Olympic Committee (IOC).

This would leave the OCA with five events - Asian Games, Asian Winter Games, Asian Indoor and Martial Arts Games,  Asian Beach Games and Asian Youth Games - as opposed to six in the current schedule.

The  first  games  were  held  in  Bangkok,  Thailand  in  2005  and  athletes  from  all  over  the  Asian continent competed. Asian Martial Art Games
The Asian Martial Arts Games is a multi sport event developed by the OCA to create the opportunity for athletes to compete in various disciplines of martial arts. This is a new concept as the Olympics and other games do not recognise the increasingly popular variations which are practiced around the world. The first ever Asian Martial Arts Games were hosted by Bangkok, Thailand on the 1st  of August until 9th of August 2009.

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OCA History
The decision to form the OCA was made in New Delhi during the Asian Games Federation Council meeting on the 26th November 1981. In this meeting the first constitution and rules were adopted and approved and were scheduled to commence after the 9th Asian Games.

The OCA was officially established on the 16th November 1982 in New Delhi, during the first General

Assembly. At this time there were 34 member NOCs, these are referred to as founder members.

Before the formation of the OCA, it was the duty of the Asian Athletic Federation who subsequently changed  their  name  to  the  Asian  Games  Federation  to  organize  the  Asian  Games.  They  were established in 1949  after World War 2 and recognised the new independent Asian Countries. The AGF did not have a permanent HQ and travelled to each host country where the Games were being held. As the objectives evolved so did the needs of the AGF who made the decision to amend their Constitution and Rules and form the OCA.

The fundamental principles of the OCA is to help develop, in the youth of Asia, those moral and physical qualities that come from fair competition in sports and to promote the international respect, friendship and goodwill through the encouraging of holding Asian Championships and competitions. Hopefully this will stimulate interest in sport and physical recreation giving rise for the opportunity to  influence  and  guide   sports  in  a  positive  direction  in  all  countries  while  promoting  the development of the Olympic Movement and its noble ideals among Asian people.

It was determined that the main objectives of the OCA will be to apply and uphold the Olympic principles as defined in the Olympic Charter,  to be the sole organization in overall charge of sports in Asia and the representative authority with all other bodies/authorities responsible for Olympic, Asian, Continental, International and World Games. Not only will the OCA help co ordinate with the hosting of the Asian, International and Regional Games, they will also be responsible to solve, as the supreme Asian Sports Organization, any sports problems that may arise among Asian countries or between them and others.

The OCA shall also promote the practice of sport, encourage the construction of physical facilities and improve the standard of performance in the spirit of fair play within their respective jurisdiction as demonstrated by the formation of the Olympasia projects in 2001 and do all such other things as may be necessary to fulfil the principles and objectives of the Council.

Council
The Olympic Council of Asia (OCA) is the apex sporting body which controls all the sports in Asia. It is one of the five continental associations recognized by the IOC.

The OCA was formed in 1982 and has its permanent headquarters in Kuwait. The main objective of the  OCA  is  to  develop  sport,  culture  and  education  of  Asian  youth  as  well  as  to  promote international respect, friendship, goodwill & peace through sports.

Anti Doping Commission  (ADC)
The Olympic Council of Asia (OCA) is the supreme authority of the Asian Games, Winter Asian Games, Asian Indoor Games, Asian Beach Games, Asian Martial Games, Asian Youth Games and any other sports events being held under the auspices of the OCA.

Any  person or organization  belonging in any  capacity whatsoever to  the OCA  is  bound by  the provisions of the OCA Constitution and shall abide by the decisions of the OCA and follow the OCA Anti-Doping rules and Programs.

The OCA has formed these OCA Anti-Doping Rules (Rules) in accordance with the WADA Code, expecting  that, in the spirit of sports, it will contribute to the fight against doping in the Sports Movement  in  Asia.  The  Rules  are  complemented  by  other  OCA  documents  and  International Standards addressed throughout the Rules.

The OCA Anti-Doping Rules were accepted in the 23rd OCA General Assembly held in Doha on 1st of October  2004. Subsequently in consultation with the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) certain changes were  made  to the rules and the final version was approved and accepted by OCA in its Executive Board Meeting held in Kuwait on 5th of February 2005.

On the occasion of the 24th OCA General Assembly held in Guangzhou (China) on 9th of September

2005, H.H. Sheikh Ahmad Fahad Al-Sabah, President OCA officially signed the WADA code.

Hymn
The OCA Hymn was adopted during the 15th OCA GA held in Bangkok from on 9th December 1996. The  Hymn  is an amalgamation of all the sounds and cultures of the Asian Continent to represent their co-operation and unity.

HeadQuarters
The permanent headquarters of the OCA is in Kuwait. Mr. Husain Al-Musallam, Director General of the Executive Work at the headquarters and runs all NOC and international affairs under the direct guidance of the OCA President. He is assisted by a work force of various nationalities.

Rules & Constitution
The constitution and rules codify the fundamental principles of the OCA and Olympism. Not only does it  regulate all member NOCs, it governs the organisation, action and operation of the OCA Movement and sets forth the conditions for the celebration of all the different Asian Games.

The OCA Constitution & Rules, 2006 Edition was formally adopted during the 25th OCA General

Assembly held in Doha on 1st of December 2006.

New Delhi 1951
The 1st Asian Games were held from March 4 to March 11, 1951 in Delhi, India. Originally scheduled to be held in 1950, it was postponed until 1951 due to delays in preparations.

Although Japan was barred from the 1948 Summer Olympics in London and was not invited to the founding meeting of the Asian Games Federation, it was allowed to compete in the inaugural Asian Games. Meanwhile, Korea was not able to participate due to the Korean War.

The Japanese gave a new meaning to “Perfection” during the 3rd Asian Games were held

from May 24 to June 1, 1958 in Tokyo, Japan.

A total number of 1,820 athletes, coming from 20 countries, competed in thirtheen events at this Asiad. Total of 13 sports were competed, an increase of 5 from the previous one.

Also, the torch relay was introduced as a new tradition of the Asian Games. The relay was commenced from the Rizal Memorial Coliseum, the venue of the previous Games in Manila. In Japan, the torch was relayed from the U.S. occupied Okinawa to Kagoshima Prefecture in Kyushu, for a journey through Japanese archipelago.

At the Opening Ceremony on May 24, the Sacred Flame was ignited by Mikio Oda, the first

Asian to win an Olympic gold medal in triple jump event at 1928 Amsterdam Olympiad.

Jakarta 1962
The 4th Asian Games were held from August 24, 1962 to September 4, 1962 in Jakarta, Indonesia. Most notable is the expulsion of Israel and the Republic of China (Taiwan) from the Games.

Succumbing to pressure from Arab countries and the People's Republic of China, the

Indonesian government refused to issue visas for the Israeli and Taiwanese delegations.

It had done so against the rules of the Asian Games Federation, and despite its promise to invite all Federation members, including those with whom it had no diplomatic relations (Israel, Republic of China and South Korea).

A total number of 1,460 athletes, coming from 16 countries, competed in this Asiad, where badminton made its debut.

Taiwan and Israel returned to the Asian Games, reversing the decision taken by Indonesia in the previous Asiad to debar the two countries.

A total number of 2,500 athletes and officials, coming from 18 countries, were involved in this Asiad, where women's volleyball made its debut.

The 7th Asian Games were held from September 1, 1974 to September 16, 1974 in Tehran, Iran. The Azadi sports complex was made for the Games. The Asian Games were hosted in

the Middle East for the first time.

Tehran, the capital of Iran, played host to 3,010 athletes coming from 25 countries/NOCs, the highest number of participants since the inception of the Games. Fencing, gymnastics and women's basketball were added to the existing disciplines.

In addition to use of state-of-the-art technology, from synthetic track to photo-finish cameras, the Games were known for strict security measures due to reported threats from the Palestinians and a Japanese militant sect. Politics also played a major role. The Arab nations, Pakistan, the People's Republic of China and North Korea refused to play with Israel in

tennis, fencing, basketball and football.

The Asian Games Federation conference, which was held ten months before the Games, decided to expel the Republic of China (Taiwan) from the games and accepted the entry of the People's Republic of China.

The 8th Asian Games were held from December 9, 1978 to December 20, 1978 in Bangkok, Thailand.

Pakistan dropped its plan to host the Asian Games due to conflicts with Bangladesh and

India.

Singapore backed out on holding the Games due to financial reasons. Thailand offered to help and the Asiad therefore was held in Bangkok. On the political front, Israel was expelled from the Asian Games.

A total number of 3,842 athletes, coming from 25 countries, competed in these Asian Games. Debuting sports were archery and bowling.

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New Delhi 1982
The 9th Asian Games were held from November 19, 1982 to December 4, 1982 in Delhi, India. This was the second time the Games were held in Delhi as it was also host to the inaugural 1951 Asian Games.

New Delhi joined Bangkok (four times) as the only cities to host multiple editions of the

Asian Games.

The Delhi Asian Games was the first Asiad to be held under the aegis of the Olympic Council of Asia (OCA). The Asian Games Federation, under whose jurisdiction the first eight Asian Games had been held, dissolved to make way for the OCA.

A total number of 3411 athletes, coming from 33 countries, competed in this Asiad. Debut sports were equestrian, golf, handball, rowing, and Women's field hockey. These Asian Games also saw the beginning of Chinese dominance in the medals tally.

Japan had won the maximum number of medals in previous editions of the Games. China made its presence felt in the sporting world by dethroning Japan as the top medallists. From now on, China would be the top medal getter in all succeeding Asiads. In preparation for the IX Asian Games, colour television was introduced in India in a big way, as the Games were to be broadcasted in colour.

The mascot for the Games was Appu – a kid elephant. Known in real life as

"Kuttinarayanan", this elephant fractured its leg in an accident when he was seven years old –

he stepped into a septic tank. That wound would not heal and it eventually killed him.

Kuttinarayanan died on May 14, 2005. Host of the next (10th) Asiad in 1986, and the 24th Summer Olympics in 1988, South Korea participated in the New Delhi Asiad with a 406- person delegation, including an observation team to study the facilities, management and events.

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The 10th Asian Games were held from September 20, 1986 to October 5, 1986 in Seoul, South Korea.

The venues and facilities of the 10th Asiad were the same venues and facilities used in the

1988 Summer Olympics because this was considered a test event.

A total number of 4,839 athletes, coming from 27 countries, were competing in 25 events. Debuting sports were judo, taekwondo, women's cycling and women's Shooting. 83 Asian

records and three world records were broken, while two world records were equalled in the

Seoul Asiad.

Hammer thrower Shigenobu Murofushi from Japan won the Asian Games gold for the fifth successive time (1970–1986). But the star of the 1986 Asian Games was the Payyoli Express

– P. T. Usha. She won four gold medals (and one silver), becoming the biggest winner of athletics gold medals in the Seoul Asiad. The Seoul Asiad marked the coming of age of South Korean sports.

They came second in the Seoul Asiad in the medal tally, displacing Japan. From the 1986

Asiad onwards, China and South Korea would always finish one and two in the overall medal count (except the 1994 Asian Games in Hiroshima). All socialist countries including North Korea except Mainland China boycotted the game due to political conditions.

A spy detonated a bomb behind a vending machine in Kimpo Airport and killed 5 people, including a technician, just few days before the game started Officially opened by President Chun Doo-hwan Stadium Olympic Stadium

The 11th Asian Games also known as XI Asiad were held from September 22, 1990 to October 7, 1990 in Beijing, China. It was the first large-scale international sports event to be held in the People's Republic of China.

A total number of 6,122 athletes, coming from from 37 countries, competed in 29 sports. Debuting sports were softball, sepak takraw, wushu, kabaddi and canoeing.

The Olympic Council of Asia (OCA) lost its president, Sheikh Fahad Al-Sabah, during the

Iraqi invasion of Kuwait. This was the most shocking news surrounding the 11th Asiad.

OCA headquarters were temporarily moved to the United Kingdom, till USA liberated

Kuwait in 1991.

Seven world records (six in archery, one in cycling) and 89 Asian records were broken, while one world record and eleven Asian records were equalled in the Beijing Asiad. The games served as a pre-cursor to China's further development in the sporting arena, as the country went on to bid for the 2000 Summer Olympics and then won the bid for the 2008 Olympics.

Officially opened by President Yang Shangkun Torch Lighter Xu Haifeng, Gao Min and

Zhang Rongfang Stadium Workers Stadium.
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Hiroshima 1994
The 1994 Asian Games also known as XII Asiad were held from October 2 to October 16,

1994 in Hiroshima, Japan.

The main theme of this edition was to promote peace and harmony among Asian nations. It was emphasized by the host because the venue was the site of the first atomic bomb attack in

1945. This edition of the Asian Games saw two additions. One is the addition of the return of Taiwan, officially known as the Republic of China. The other one is the addition of five Central Asian countries newly independent from the former Soviet Union: Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan.

The Hiroshima Asian Games was the first to be held in a non-capital city. Due to the First Gulf War, Iraq was suspended from the games. Also, this was the only Asian Games to have a male-female pair as a mascot.

There were a total number of 6,828 athletes and officials involved, from 42 countries, with a total number of 34 events. Debut sports at this edition of the Asiad were baseball, karate and modern pentathlon. Officially opened by HIM Emperor Akihito Stadium Hiroshima Big Arch
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Bangkok 1998
The 13th Asian Games were held from December 6, 1998 to December 20, 1998 in Bangkok, Thailand. This was the first time that Thailand bid for the event after it shouldered the two postponed hosting rights in 1970 and 1978.

Officially opened by King Bhumibol Adulyadej Torch Lighter Somluck Kamsing Stadium

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Busan 2002
The 14th Asian Games were held in Busan, South Korea from September 29 to October 14,

2002. A total number of 6572 athletes competed, coming from 44 countries.

There were 38 sporting events and 18,000 journalists, officials and athletes. It was the first time in the history of the Asian Games that all 44 member nations of the Olympic Council of Asia participated. That included North Korea, which sent an unprecedented delegation to South Korea, and Afghanistan, which returned to the Asian Games for the first time since the Taliban had come to power.

Body building made its debut as an event. Officially opened by President Kim Dae-jung

The 15th Asian Games, officially known as the XV Asiad, is Asia's Olympic-style sporting event that was held in Doha, Qatar from December 1 to December 15, 2006.

Doha was the first city in its region and only the second in West Asia (following Tehran in

1974) to host the games.

There were 46 disciplines from 39 events scheduled to be contested. It was the first time that all 45 member nations of the Olympic Council of Asia took part in this event. Also, Eurosport broadcasted the event, marking the first time that the European continent could watch this Asian sporting event.

The Games were marred by the death of South Korean equestrian rider Kim Hyung-chil in a fatal accident during competition.

Officially opened by Sheikh Hamad bin Khalifa Al Thani Athlete's Oath Mubarak Eid Bilal Judge's Oath Abd Allah Al-Bulooshi Torch Lighter Shiekh Mohammed Bin Hamad Al-Thani Stadium Khalifa International Stadium
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Guangzhou 2010
The 16th Asian Games (also known as the XVI Asiad) is taking place in Guangzhou, China, from November 12 to November 27, 2010. Guangzhou is the second city in China to host the Asian Games after Beijing in 1990.

A total of 476 events in 42 sports are scheduled to be contested, making it the biggest event in the history of the Asian Games. The 45 National Olympic Committees affiliated to the Olympic Council of Asia have sent a total of 4,359 team officials, Technical Delegates/Officials: 4,166, 258,000 AD cards issued and 2 million tickets sold.
